THE HEART OF SYNODALITY: CALLED BY  
THE HOLY SPIRIT TO CONVERSION
(Reflections on the Final Document of the Synod of Bishops)

The first part (paragraphs 13-48) of the final document of 

the Synod reiterates the role of the Holy  Spirit in the call for 

conversion of the Church to the witness of unity rooted in a 

sacramental understanding of the People of God. The identity of 

the people of God is defined by their common baptism and the 

Eucharist. Gathered from varied contexts of the local Churches, 

the people of God recognise the special place of the poor and 

their voice and concerns. The synodal experience has taught 

us that the sacraments of initiation (baptism, confirmation, and 

eucharist) together help us walk on the synodal path in order to 

exercise our individual charisms and ministries. 

Having lived the synodal experience, the Church is convinced that 

we are called to walk together in union with all humanity with a 

spirit of listening, dialogue, discernment, and co-responsibility, 

fostering harmony in diversity.  Synodality designates the style 

that qualifies the life and mission of the Church, the structures and 

ecclesial processes associated with synodality at an institutional 

level, and the way forward that is discerned by the entire people 

of God. In this ecclesiological perspective, synodality is a means 

for the Church to rediscover its identity in its mission.  
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The synodal experience calls us to foster the spirit of unity in our 

harmonious interpersonal relationships. Families, as domestic 

churches, have a huge role to play in this regard. Our priority 

is to establish harmony between the various members of the 

Church, who are different in terms of their cultural identities and 

their social conditions. This harmony is based on the catholic 

nature of our Church, which acknowledges the richness of 

plurality. The document highlights the marked plurality of the 

spiritual heritages of the various local Churches, together with 

the diversity of peoples, languages, charisms, ministries, and 

vocations. 

Safeguarding our legitimate differences, we continue along the 

path of encounter and promote the culture of exchange of gifts. 

While clarifying that unity is not uniformity, the document calls 

for a collective commitment to reconciliation, communion, and 

unity. Paragraph 41 cites the Response of the Church in India to 

the Present-day Challenges prepared by the Catholic Bishops’ 

Conference of India (9 March 2016) which reads, “Dialogue, 

encounter and exchange of gifts, typical of a synodal Church, 

are calls to open out to relations with other religious traditions 

so as “to establish friendship, peace and harmony and to share 

spiritual and moral values and experiences in a spirit of truth 

and love”. 

The synodal Church is compared to an orchestra, wherein the 

variety of instruments is necessary to give life to the beauty and 

harmony of music, within which the voice of each one retains its 

own distinctive features at the service of the common mission. 

The document also insists that synodality is primarily a spiritual 

disposition. As a response to baptism and the guidance of the 

Holy Spirit, the synodal disposition requires our interiority, prayer,

patience, renewal, and humility. We need to cooperate with God’s 

grace to truly be able to bring about the transformation that we 

seek. In this regard, conversion becomes a key ingredient of our 

synodal journey. 

The first part concludes by noting that the Church should 

embrace the synodal style to become a prophetic voice to 

our contemporary society which is marked by inequalities and 

disillusionment. We are called to be a prophetic counter-cultural 

community who through the practice of synodality can show the 

path to journey from individualism to co-responsibility, violence 

to dialogue, abuse of people and ecology to love and mutuality. 

As we step into a new year, may the Blessed Mother accompany 

us in this process of conversion.

The Archdiocese of Madras-Mylapore marked a historic moment on the Feast 

of the Holy Family as Archbishop George Antonysamy officially inaugurated 

Jubilee 2025 at Santhome Cathedral Basilica. This significant event, set on 

the day prescribed by Pope Francis for dioceses worldwide, ushered in a year 

dedicated to grace, renewal, and unity under the theme “Pilgrims of Hope.”

Santhome Cathedral Basilica, standing over the Tomb of St. Thomas, the 

Apostle of the Lord Jesus Christ, is a place of profound spiritual significance.

liturgy during which the newly crafted Jubilee Cross was blessed by

Hundreds of faithful, including clergy, religious, and laity, participated in the 

pilgrimage, carrying the blessed Jubilee Cross in procession to Santhome 

Cathedral.

The Significance of the Jubilee Cross: The Jubilee Cross, a powerful symbol 

of hope and heritage, reflects the rich spiritual legacy of the Archdiocese.

Dr. Vincent Chinnadurai, who also serves as the Parish Priest and Rector of the 

Cathedral, explained its unique design:

The Solemn Opening of Jubilee 2025: The pinnacle of the celebration was 

the Holy Mass at Santhome Cathedral Basilica, presided over by Archbishop 

George Antonysamy with priests from across the Archdiocese concelebrating.
